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Heartbreak in OT: Raiders Fall to Outlaws 16-15

RACINE - The Racine Raiders (5-2) struggles have continued this season, this time
falling to the Phoenix Outlaws (7-0) 16-15 in overtime. In a game where there were 40
penalties given out early on it looked to be another defensive battle for the Raiders. It
was a back and forth night between the teams in what turned into a game where
neither team could pull away which left fans on the edge of their seat until the final
whistle.

The Raiders offensive struggles continued this week with both the passing and
rushing game struggling to find a groove. The Raiders’ offense wasn’t able to find the
endzone until overtime and it hurt them tremendously. The Raiders’ offense totaled
187 yards of offense with 106 yards through the air and 81 yards on the ground while
adding one touchdown. The Raiders offense also turned the ball over five time with
three being intercepted and two being fumbles.

The Raiders’ defense shined on the night but weren’t able to close it out in overtime
and seal the victory. The Raiders allowed 189 yards of offense and two passing
touchdowns, but tallied six sacks and on forced fumble recovered for a touchdown.
The Raiders once again started the game on offense and their early struggles
continued. On the first play from scrimmage Tom Benko fumbled on the Raiders 24-
yard line and it was recovered by the Outlaws. The Raiders defense was able to hold
them to a three and out which resulted in a 38-yard field goal by Ross Langer to make
it 3-0 Outlaws with just over 12 minutes remaining in the first quarter.

The next score of the game came from the Raiders dominant defense. After a quick
four play drive by the Raiders, they were forced to punt.
